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Lille has two train stations

located in the center of the
city. High speed trains arrive
from all major cities in
France and Europe,
including Brussels, London,
and Paris Charles de Gaulle
airport.

From Roissy-Charles de
Gaulle airport (Paris):

Take a TGV from the
airport’s  SNCF  station
(located in terminal 2F) to
Lille-Europe or Lille Flandres
train station. It takes about
an hour.

From Brussels Zaventem
airport:

Take the local shuttle from
the airport to Brussel-Zuid
(Bruxelles Midi) train

- University cafeteria (“RU”), run by the AEU services.

The campus cafeteria is located at 47 boulevard Vauban and has 4 different lines (with different kinds
of food). The fixed price of a meal is 3.10€ (price in 2012-2013). It includes a starter, a main course
(usually meat with vegetables or fries), dessert and bread. Students need to get the AEU services
card, on which they can put credit for meals. The card can also be used to buy a snack meal
(sandwich/potato chips/fruit) at the Espace Détente located 25 rue Meurein, and at the sandwich
shop located in the hall of the university’s main building (60 boulevard Vauban).

- Many affordable fast food places around campus (sandwiches, kebabs, Chinese food, pizza,
etc.)

Transportation (Transpole)

Lille has a good public transportation system. It includes buses, tramway and subway lines. All the
information is on the Transpole website: http://uk.transpole.fr/. Students under 26 of age get a

discounted rate.
The International Office will help you open a bank account during the orientation week.
Documents needed to open a bank account:

- passport
- school registration
- proof of accommodation

Several banks have branches around campus: Société Générale, BNP Paribas, Crédit Agricole. All offer
similar student banking services.

Lille weather and climate is similar to the UK's with four main seasons: spring (March to June),
summer (June to August), autumn (September to November) and winter (December to February).
Summer weather in Lille has temperatures of around 23°C with the lowest winter temperatures of -
2°Cin January. Lille has regular rainfall with occasional snow in winter.
